Heritage listing: Register of the National Estate.

The Register of the National Estate was established under the
Australian Heritage Commission Act 1975.  This Act has now been
repealed but the RNE has been retained under the Heritage
Council Act 2003.  The Australian Heritage Council will compile
and maintain the RNE.

National Trust of Australia (ACT).

Statutory controls: Statutory controls apply to heritage items or Conservation Areas.

Applications must be
submitted in the appropriate form, this must include a detailed
assessment of the place’s heritage significance.  The Heritage
Unit can advise on consultants available and a fee may be
charged to recover the Council’s costs of the urgent decision.
